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Project funding available from the

Partnership’s ‘Development Fund’ for improving accessibility to services in Derbyshire Dales and High Peak.
The Derbyshire Dales and High Peak Accessibility Partnership has project funding available to deliver small scale accessibility improvements that will contribute to improving access to services for the benefit of residents and/or visitors in Derbyshire Dales and High Peak.
Funding is available for both Revenue and Capital projects.
What sort of projects are eligible?

· Projects that assist residents and/or visitors to Derbyshire Dales and High Peak in non-car dependant access to key services (i.e. health, food shopping, employment, education and training, leisure and culture). 
· Projects that make a real difference to their community’s ability to access key services. These can include small capital items (e.g. noticeboards, cycling parking etc) or revenue projects (e.g. transport provision, promotional activity, etc.)

· Project funding should not generally be used to support projects that more properly should be provided by other agencies

We would expect to see……

· Clear evidence of community benefit (including local residents and/or visitors)

· Some evidence of community involvement, where appropriate

· That the project has identified the need for its existence.
The closing date for applications is 5pm, Friday 27 November 2009.  Organisations will be informed if they have been successful or not, by Friday 18 December.  This will enable projects to commence early in 2010 and invoices will be required by Derbyshire County Council on Friday 12 March 2010 at the latest.  Further funding opportunities will be available in 2010/11.
Revenue Funding

The Partnership administers a Revenue Fund which hopefully will be available each financial year until March 2011.  
Revenue Funding is for ongoing expenditure to provide improved access to essential services (i.e. health, food shopping, employment, education and training, leisure and culture) e.g. running and maintaining a vehicle, marketing, staff costs.  
· The maximum amount available from the Revenue Fund is £1000 per organisation in any financial year.  

· Up to £250 can be provided from the Revenue Fund without any match funding from the applicant.  Although projects demonstrating either cash and/or in-kind match funding from the applicant will be considered more favourably.

· Between £250 and £500 provided from the Revenue Fund will require at least 50% either cash and/or in-kind equivalent match funding from the applicant.  

· For Example: For a project costing £1000 an applicant could apply for up to £500 from the Revenue Fund providing £500 of either cash and/or in-kind match funding can be demonstrated by the applicant.

· Between £500 and £1000 provided from the Revenue Fund will require at least 50% match funding with at least 25% of the total amount in the form of cash, the remainder of the match funding may be in-kind from the applicant.  

· For Example: For a project costing £2000 an applicant could apply for up to £1000 from the Development Fund providing that there is £1000 of match funding with £500 of this in the form of cash.

Applications for different projects may be submitted from an organisation but the total amount will not normally be more than £1000 per organisation in any financial year.

Possible Revenue Projects May Include;

· Sustainable transport information projects

· Encouraging use of public transport by residents and/or visitors

· Providing public or community transport services to local clubs or events.  Priority will be for socially excluded groups.
· Promoting use of public, community or sustainable forms of transport.

Capital Funding

The Partnership administers a Capital Fund which hopefully will be available each financial year until March 2011.
Capital funding is for expenditure that results in an identifiable asset or an improvement to an existing asset e.g. infrastructure, equipment or vehicle.
This Capital Funding can either be provided to an organisation to deliver capital improvements or requests can be made to the Partnership for a specific project to be delivered by another organisation (for example by Derbyshire County Council) using this funding. 
There is an upper limit of £5000 per project, which can be allocated from the Capital Fund without any match funding from the applicant.  However, projects demonstrating either cash and/or in-kind match funding from the applicant will be considered more favourably.

Possible Capital Projects May Include;

· Provision of improved facilities for people using public or community transport 

· Provision of cycling and walking facilities

· Provision of village noticeboards for transport/community information (that will promote local accessibility)
Who can apply for Capital and/or Revenue Funding?

Individual organisations, Parish Councils, local businesses, operators or providers of rural transport services within the Derbyshire Dales and High Peak Accessibility Partnership area - defined as the administrative areas of Derbyshire Dales District Council and High Peak Borough Council. This includes cross boundary issues of access to key services to and from the immediate surrounding zone. 

Offer of Funding
· Any funding will only be paid from the Revenue and Capital Funds upon receipted proof of expenditure.  No expenditure should be made until a formal offer of funding has been received from the Partnership.

· Proof of expenditure invoices must be delivered to Derbyshire County Council by Friday 12 March 2010 at the latest.
· In administering its development fund the Derbyshire Dales and High Peak Accessibility Partnership is required to follow Derbyshire County Council’s financial regulations and procedures. This means that the Accessibility Partnership’s support of a project proposal will also be subject to a Derbyshire County Council approval process.

· Objective 1 “People to Services” - Co-ordination and improvement of transport provision (e.g., bus, rail, community transport, wheels to work, car schemes, walking and cycling) to improve accessibility to health, education, training, work, leisure, recreation, culture and retail services.

· Objective 2 “Services to People” – To bring more services to local communities and to individuals at home, thereby reducing the need to travel.
10.  Please explain how and by whom you project will be delivered and managed in the future.  
11.  Monitoring the success of your project is a vital component of the project. Contributions in kind, including voluntary effort may be allowable.  Where this applies it should be shown as expenditure.  For example if a volunteer co-ordinator working 5 hours per week is costed at a contribution of £1500 p.a. to the project this should be shown both as a £1500 contribution under Income as well as a cost of £1500 for a co-ordinator under expenditure.
