Enterprising Services Support Fund
A small grants programme for social enterprises across Derbyshire

Do you have an idea for a social enterprise that provides a service for your local community?  
Are you looking for a one off small amount of money to make it happen?

Derbyshire County Council is supporting the development of local enterprises that provide a range of services to support local communities and the roll out of personalisation.

Examples of how the fund could be spent are:

· Cleaning support for older people

· A shopping service for isolated people

· Healthy exercise classes tailored specifically for those less mobile

· Befriending and social activities

These are just examples, but successful applications are likely to support independent living, have a practical nature, and aim to promote a sense of belonging and community.

Background

Personalisation is about enabling people to take control and make choices about the care they have if they wish.  Currently there is limited access in some areas to services outside of those offered by Derbyshire County Council.  This fund is available to help address that situation.
Local communities and passionate individuals have a significant role to play in helping to create choice for other local people. 

Adult Care is making a limited number of small grants available to local communities across Derbyshire to improve and/ or enable new activities to take place.

Criteria for proposals for funding

The funding is available to support the costs of projects that will help local people have choice about the practical services they purchase to help with their care.
It is a one off funding pot for projects which will be implemented before the end of March 2011.  The following sections outline what will be taken into consideration when judging applications.

Themes

We are looking for activities which:

· Encourage healthy activities and interaction
· Enable access to services

· Offer practical support for older and vulnerable people in the home

· Encourage the participation and engagement of local people

General criteria

· Is open to anyone from Derbyshire
· Will support people to live independently by the provision of practical services
· Will require a one off grant of anything from £100 to £10,000
· Applications cannot be made that benefit a sole individual each application must be a socially ethical ‘business’
· Funding cannot be used to promote any faith or political belief system
· As far as possible, funding should be spent within Derbyshire with goods and services being obtained from local suppliers where practicable

· Where funding is awarded, recognition of Derbyshire County Council should be given in any publicity material for the project and related activities
· Applications will be considered from all areas within Derbyshire. 
Eligibility

Who is eligible to apply?

You must be based and/or provide services in the Derbyshire administrative area (this does not include Derby City)
You must have a Child Protection / Vulnerable People policy / statement if you intend to work with children, vulnerable groups or young people
You will need to have a bank account with a minimum of two members of your group as authorised signatories

We cannot fund the following:

Grant making trusts

Political groups

None socially ethical businesses 
Approval process and timescales for submitting proposals

Proposals can be submitted at any time until 23 September 2010.  All proposals received will be considered on a rolling basis by a small selection panel and applicants will be informed of the outcome as soon as is possible.
All proposals should be for projects that will be implemented by 31st March 2011.

The panel will meet at the end of June, July, August and September 2010 to consider the applications.  This rolling application process will be reviewed in September.  It may be extended depending on the balance of funds available for the grant fund.
The following dates are when the panel will meet to consider proposals; all applications submitted up to the Friday beforehand will be considered at the panel meetings.

Payment and Monitoring details

Payment will be made by cheque into the organisation’s bank account. All funding will be paid in advance.  Projects will be required to agree a basic monitoring system.
